The candles are smoke-free which limits any damage to
church artefacts, and the candle wax drips into a container beneath the stand which is collected
for recycling. Simply place a candle into one of the glass holders and light it with the gas lighter
provided. There is no need to lift up the glass. Please be aware that the gas lighter has a child
safety lock on it. If you are unsure of anything, please speak to me or Andrew. The system is
here on a one-month trial basis. | would welcome your opinions.
